If your seat is the correct height and you
are using the most appropriate technique but
are still struggling to stand from your chair.
Then think about how you are using the arm
rests of your chair. The best type of arm rest is
one which extends to the front of the chair, is
comfortable to hold and is firm to push up from.
The picture to the right is a good example.

There maybe other chairs in the room
which have better arm rests to push up from.
Sometimes minor changes in arm rest location
can make a significant improvement to your
ability to push up from, or maintain balance
when transferring on and off a chair.

Arm rests which are widely spaced are difficult
to push up from, so look for chairs which are
narrower and have arm rests which are close
